Courses and Seminars in
Austrian and Hungarian History

In the summer . semester of 1966 Gerald Stourzh gave a
2-hour seminar in “The Nationality Problem in the Austro-
Hungarian Empire, 1848-1918’ at the Free University of
Berlin. Irmgard H6p taught a 2-hour seminar on “The His-

‘tory of the Counter-Reformation in Austria” at the Univer-

sity of Erlangen, and Peter Scheibert held a 2-hour seminar
at the University of Marburg on “The Austro-Hungarian Com-
promise of 1867.” During the same summer semester Man-

‘fred Hellmann gave a l-hour lecture course entitled “The

History of Bohemia and Moravia: A Survey” at the Univer-
sity of Miinster.

The following courses on Austrian history were given dur-
ing the winter semester of 1966-1967: a 2-hour seminar on
“The Nationality Problem in the Habsburg Monarchy” at the
University of Cologne by Adam Wandruszka; a 3-hour lec-
ture course on “The Age of Frederick the Great and Maria
Theresa” at the University of Mainz by Heribert Raab, and
a 2-hour lecture course on the same topic at the University
of Miinster by Kurt von Raumer.

An unusually large number of courses (all of them 2-hour

‘seminars) were given at the Free University of Berlin dur-

ing the summer semester of 1967 in connection with a special
series of seminars, colloguia, and lecture courses on “Vienna
as Capital of the Rising Great Power of Austria in the Six-
teenth, Seventeenth, and Eighteenth Centuries.” They were
as follows: “The Topography and Constitution of Vienna dur-
ing the Middle Ages,” by Heinz Quirin; “The Early History

‘of the University of Vienna,” by Wilhelm Berges; “Consti-

tutional Theories during the Age of Maximilian I,” by Diet-
rich Kurze; “The Turkish Year 1683,” by Fritz Dickmann
and Klaus Malettke; “Social and Economic History of Aus-
tria in the Seventeenth and Eighteenth Centuries,” by Rich-
ard Dietrich; “Enlightened Absolutism in the Habsburg Em-
pire,” by Peter Baumgart; and “Constitutional and Admin-
istrative History of the Habsburg Empire in the Seventeenth
and Eighteenth Centuries,” by Gerald Stourzh.

Hans-Eberhard Mayer, formerly a docent at the Univer-
sity of Innsbruck, has accepted a position as ordentlicher
professor of medieval and modern history and auxiliary sci-
ences at the University of Kiel.

Harold Zimmermann, a docent at the University of Vienna,
has accepted the chair for the history of the middle ages
at the University of Saarbriicken.

Lothar W. Hilbert, formerly a lecturer at the University
of Paris, was appointed docent in European diplomatic his-
tory at the University of Tiibingen in 1968.

The annual scientific conference of the Johann-Gottfried-
Herder Research Council at Marburg on March 6-7, 1968, was
devoted to the topic “Confession and Nation in East-Central
Europe in the Nineteenth Century.” Among others, Friedrich
Prinz, of the University of Saarbriicken, gave a lecture on
“The Political and Ideological Position of the Various Con-
fessions in Bohemia during the Second Half of the Nine-
teenth and Beginning of the Twentieth Century;” and Ferdi-
nand Seibt, of the University of Munich, read a paper on
“The Role of Hussitism in the Czech and German Conscious-
ness in the Second Half of the Nineteenth and Beginning
of the Twentieth Century.”
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
