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ACTA GENETICAE MEDICAE ET GEMELLOLOGIAE: TWIN RESEARCH wi l l accept original investigations, case 
reports, short notes, and letters to the editor. Authors who wish to submit review articles should first contact the 
editor's office. Manuscripts and all editorial correspondence should be sent to the Editor, Gregor Mendel 
Institute, Piazza Galeno 5, 00161 Rome, Italy. 
MANUSCRIPTS: Al l manuscripts must be in English. Authors whose " f i r s t " language is not English should arrange 
for their manuscripts to be wri t ten in idiomatic English prior to submission. Submit the original and two clear copies 
of all elements (including tables and figures) typed on one side of good quality 22 X 28 cm (8V£" X 11") paper w i th 
at least 30 mm (1") margins. Double space everything. Start a new page for each major division of the manuscript. 
Number all pages in sequence beginning wi th the tit le page. Arrange the copy in the fol lowing order: 
TITLE PAGE: This should contain the complete article t i t le, names and affi l iations of all authors, inst i tut ion at which 
the work was performed, acknowledgments o f fund ing , name and address for all correspondence, and a running head 
of not more than 45 characters. 
ABSTRACT: This should summarize the major findings and conclusions in the paper in not more than 200 words pre­
ferably compressed into a single paragraph. 
KEY WORDS: Submit six to twelve key words or phrases that wi l l adequately index the subject matter of the article. 
TEXT: The text should fo l low the format: Introduct ion, Materials and Methods (or, for clinical reports, Case History), 
Results, Discussion, Conclusions, and Acknowledgments. Use subheadings and paragraph titles whenever possible. 
Avoid footnotes whenever possible. Place statements that might be appropriate for footnotes to text , inside paren­
theses, wi th in the text . For abbreviations, fol low the guidelines in Council of Biology Editors Style Manual, 4th Ed­
ition (available f rom the American Institute of Biological Sciences, 3900 Wisconsin Avenue NW, Washington, DC 
20016, USA). Define all unusual abbreviations at first mention. Units of measure must be abbreviated according to 
the International System of Units (SI) based on the metric system. 
REFERENCES: In the text, references should be cited as numerals in brackets. The final list should first be alphabe­
tized and then numbered and include only references cited in the text. They must include names of all authors, com­
plete t i t le of the work cited, and inclusive page numbers. Abbreviate periodical titles according to the Bibliographic 
Guide for Editors and Authors (BIOSIS et al, 1974). If there are particular problems wi th the reference system, 
authors can make special arrangements w i th the editor. In the fol lowing examples, note the punctuation, capitaliza­
t ion, and order of information:

TABLES: Each table must be typed on a separate page, be numbered in order of appearance wi th Arabic numerals, 
have a t i t le, and be keyed into the text. 
ILLUSTRATIONS: Use illustrations sparingly; They should not duplicate information already made clear in the text. 
When possible, they should be grouped as plates. Glossy black and white photographs 5 " X 7 " or 8 " X 10" in size 
are preferred (a charge wil l be made for color). Al l lettering must meet professional standards and be legible after reduc­
tion in size. Illustrations must be numbered in order of appearance wi th Arabic numerals and be keyed into the text. 
Name of author, figure number, and an arrow indicating orientation should be typed on a gummed label and affixed 
to the back of each il lustration. 
LEGENDS: A legend must accompany each il lustration and must define all abbreviations used therein. 

All manuscripts submitted to ACTA GENETICAE MEDICAE ET GEMELLOLOGIAE: TWIN RESEARCH must be 
the original results of the author's own work. They must be submitted solely to this journal, may not have been pub­
lished in any part or form (except as a meeting abstract) in another publication of any type, professional or lay, and 
become the property of the publisher. Any material reproduced or adapted f rom any other published or unpublished 
source must be duly acknowledged. It is the author's responsibility to obtain permission to reproduce copyrighted 
material. Upon acceptance of a manuscript for publication, the author wi l l be requested to sign an agreement trans­
ferring copyright to the publisher, who reserves copyright. No published material may be reproduced or published 
elsewhere wi thout the wri t ten permission of the publisher and the author. The journal wi l l not be responsible for the 
loss of manuscripts at any time. All statements in, or omissions f rom, published manuscripts are the responsibility 
of the authors who wil l assist the editors by reviewing proofs before publication. Reprint order forms wi l l be sent 
wi th the proofs. 
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
