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Executive Director’s Report

Rudder asked the Council for permission to
pursue negotiations with the American His-
torical Association, the American Sociological
Association and the American Economic Asso-
ciation for discounted memberships for APSA
members desiring to join those organizations
and vice versa. The Council authorized such
negotiations,

Rudder reviewed the efforts to retain and
increase members in the Association, including
letters to lapsed members, authors of APSR and
PS articles and book reviews, women and
minority political scientists, non-U.S. political
scientists, department chairmen and students.

She also reviewed some of her priorities,
including the representation of political science
within the scientific and humanities committees,
the development of strong Organized Sections,
future funding for the Ralph Bunche Summer
Institute, the revitalization of the Committee
on the Status of Chicanos, building closer rela-
tionships with regional and state political sci-
ence associations and with the international
community, and effective management of the
Association.

Tribute to Kenneth N. Waltz

Pye presented to Waltz a framed certificate
in recognition of his presidential year, and the
Council unanimously thanked Waltz for his year
of service to the Association as President of
APSA.

A Report on the
Congressional
Fellowship Program,
1987-88 and 1988-89

The Congressional Fellowship Program is a pro-
fessional level internship that gives academics,
journalists, federal executives, and other pro-
fessionals an opportunity to work on the staffs
of senators, representatives, and congressional
committees. Its goals are:

® to improve the quality of scholarship and
teaching on Congress and American na-
tional politics;

® to enhance public understanding of Con-
gress and policymaking; and
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® to provide professionals from several fields
with practical experience in Congress and
insight into the legislative process.

Since 1953, the first year of the Program,
there have been a total of 1,303 Fellows, in-
cluding 219 political scientists, 176 journalists,
629 federal executives, and 272 medical faculty
and others.

Although the first class of Felfows had only six
members, in recent years the Program has
grown to include between 40 and 50 Fellows
each year. The political science and journalism -
Fellows are selected in nationwide competi-
tions. Political science applicants must have
completed their doctorates within the last fif-
teen years or be near completion, and report-
ers must have a bachelor’s degree and be-
tween two and ten years of professional ex-
perience in newspaper, magazine, television, or
radio reporting. Criteria for selection are qual-
ity training, demonstrated competence, matur-
ity and responsibility, relevance of fellowship
experience to career goals, and potential for
professional advancement.

While the political scientists and journalists
remain the core of the program and are sup-
ported by the APSA through contributions
from corporations and foundations, the major-
ity of each year's class of Fellows participate in
the program through affilate arrangements,
including:

® federal executives (Crades 13-16) sup-
ported by agency training funds;

® Asian Fellows supported by the Asia Foun-
dation;

® Health Policy Fellows, including medical fac-
ulty, supported by the Robert Wood John-
son Foundation and the W. K. Kellogg
Foundation;

® anthropology faculty supported by the
American Anthropological Association;

® West German fellows supported by the
German Marshall Fund and the John |.
McCloy Fund of the American Council on
Germany;

® Carl Albert Fellows supported by the Carl
Albert Center at the University of Okla-
homa; and

¢ a French Fellow supported by the Fonda-
tion Franco-Americaine in Paris.

Those who have funded political scientists
and journalists include the Knight Foundation,
the Mary Norris Preyer Fund, the New York
Times Foundation and the Poynter Fund.

The Walter and Phyllis Shorenstein Family
has provided funding to endow a Fellowship in
the name of their daughter, Joan Shorenstein
Barone. Joan was a well-known and highly
respected producer for CBS News who died in
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1985 at a tragically early age. The Joan Shoren-
stein Barone Fellowship is awarded to a broad-
cast journalist of special merit, and was given
for the first time to a 1986-87 Fellow, Jean
Powell, news reporter for KEZI-TV in Eugene,
Oregon. The 1987-88 recipient was Jay A.
Kohn, Capitol Bureau Chief, Montana Televi-
sion Network, Helena, Montana. William Lewis
Graf, State Capitol Reporter, WISC-TV,
Madison, Wisconsin, is the recipient for
1988-89.

The Poynter Fund contribution is designated
to support a promising Fellow in print journal-
ism, William D. Zaferocs, political reporter for
the Appleton Post-Crescent, Appleton, Wiscon-
sin, was named the Poynter Fellow for 1987-88.
The first Poynter Fellow was Celia Cohen

1985-86), staff reporter for the Wilmington,

loware News-journal. Andrew Pollack, City
Hall reporter for The Democrat and Chronicle
Newspapers, Rochester, New York, was the
1986-87 recipient. The 1988-89 Poynter Fellow
is Kenton Bird, editorial page editor, Idahonian/
Palouse Empire Daily News, Moscow, Idaho, and
Puliman, Washington.

The Fellowship Program commences in early
November with an orientation period that
includes meetings and seminars with members
of Congress, congressional staffs, political scien-
tists, journalists, lobbyists, government admin-
istrators, and others on a wide range of topics
relating to Congress and national politics. Dur-
ing this time Fellows also begin exploring possi-
bilities for assignments in congressional offices.
These negotiations are conducted by the Fel-
lows themselves, and their placements are

" decided by the Fellows and the offices in which
they will work. Fellows begin work in House or
Senate offices in early December, and serve in
their initial assignments for about four and a half
months. In April they are encouraged to look
for new assignments on the other side of the
legislature so that each Fellow has an oppor-
tunity to experience both the House and
Senate during the Fellowship year. Weekly
serinars for the Fellows are held throughout
the year to supplement the orientation period,
and each Fellow also makes one trip with a
Senator or Representative to the member's
home state or district to observe constituent
work and campaign activities.

Kay Sterling is Coordinator of the Congres-
sional Fellowship Program. An Advisory Com-
mittee, whose members are listed below, pro-
vides overall policy guidance for the Program.
