This should have read:

In a research synthesis and meta-analysis of L2 writing research on TBLT, Johnson found planning to
positively affect the complexity (syntactic and lexical) and accuracy of L2 written production, suggest-
ing support for ROBINSON (2011) and SKEHAN (1998). Linking the findings to KELLOGG’s (1996) model,
the author suggests that planning may allow L2 writers to manage the writing process by focusing
limited attentional resources on any of the writing systems (formulation, execution, or monitoring).
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
