Despite the ambiguity of the term, middle powers do
provide a useful focus for an investigation of the
utilities of international sanctions precisely because
of their middling capabilities. On the one hand,
middle powers do not have the capabilities of large
powers that would give their sanctions effective and
instrumental impact. Unlike the great powers, middle
powers simply do not have the ability to inflict serious
harm on other states with sanctions. On the other
hand, middle powers have relatively greater capabili-
ties than small states or microstates. While it is
possible to explain the sanctions policies of a micro-
state as pure symbolism - in other words, sanctions
not designed to have any instrumental impact on the
target - middle powers are not so small that one
could simply explain their sanctions policies in
