Books considered for this award must be
published during the years 1977 or 1978.
Any member of the Society may nominate
books for consideration for the Schaff Prize.
Nominations of titles of books must be
received by the Chairperson of the Commit-
tee on Research of the Society or William B.
Miller, Secretary, American Society of
Church History, 305 East Country Club Lane,
Wallingford, PA 19086, by March 1, 1979.
The announcement of the Schaff Prize will
be made at the annual meeting of the So-
ciety in December 1979.
