
clar i fy ing the goals of mult icultural education. 
The sections on " Int roducing the Middle East to Elementary and 

Junior High Students" and "Teaching the Middle East in Secondary 
Schools" fare less well . Each begins with a br ief discussion of the 
current s i tuat ion, and then degenerates into "Thou Shalt" l ists which 
are d i f f icu l t to translate into actual pract ice. The l ists are somewhat 
oppressive. The article on secondary schools especially suffers from 
this fau l t , although "The Middle East Content Pr ior i ty Teaching Guide" 
in the Appendix attempts to remedy this approach. Juanita W. Sogh-
ikian includes an excellent and helpful l ist of recommended teaching 
materials for Grades 3 to 6. 

"Selection Cri ter ia and Methods of Uti l izing Audio-Visual Resourc­
es , " by Ronald A. Messier; and "Filmstrips for Middle Eastern Stud­
ies," by Jonathan Friedlander, are impressive. The extensive anno­
tated list of f i lmstr ips is especially helpful to the classroom teacher. 
The discussion of how to use audio—visual resources is f i l led with prac­
tical ideas. 

This volume should prove to be valuable for the classroom teach­
er. It can also be used by outreach coordinators, social studies meth­
ods teachers, and subject matter specialists. As the book is success­
ful in interesting teachers and stimulating the production of additional 
teaching materials, it is hoped that an updated list of resources will 
be included in fu ture p r in t ings .
