The questionnaires which make up the Language and Area
Studies Review, conducted under the auspices of the Office of
Education, through the Social Science Research Council, have
been mailed to all members.

A Directory of Graduate and Undergraduate Programs and courses
in Middle East studies in the United States, Canada and abroad
is being mailed to members along with the Bulletin, The
Directory will appear biennally and will replace the listings
which have previously appeared in the Bulletin. Other listings
have been standardized in the Bulletin: the winter issue (No. 1)
carries the report of the annual meeting, dissertation lists
and the summer programs for the following summer. The spring
issue (No. 2) will carry the preliminary program for the annual
meeting. Colleges and universities are requested to send dis-
sertation lists and summer program listings by January 15 to
the MESA headquarters.
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The Middle East Studies Association of North America, Inc,
(MESA) was organized in 1966 by a group of American and
Canadian scholars on the Middle East to promote high standards
of scholarship and instruction in the area, to facilitate com-
munication among scholars through meetings and publications,
and to foster cooperation among persons and organizations con-
cerned with the scholarly study of the Middle East. The area
included within the Middle East runs from Morocco to Pakistan
and from Turkey to the Sudan. MESA is concerned with this
area primarily since the rise of Islam and from the viewpoint
of the social science and humanistic disciplines.

Persons of scholarly attainment in Middle East studies are
eligible to become Fellows of MESA, Other categories of member-
ship (nonvoting) are Associate, Student and Library Member.
