Manuscript Submission

Manuscripts submitted to the Review must not be under consideration by another
journal, or have been published or be pending publication elsewhere. While there is no
strict page limit on articles published in the Review, most are between 25 and 45 pages
(8,000 to 14,000 words); the editor must determine that an article significantly longer
than 45 pages is sufficiently important to warrant allocating the additional space.

All manuscript submissions are handled electronically. Information on the electronic
formats that are currently acceptable and specific guidelines concerning the preparation
of manuscripts (e.g., spacing, margins, fonts, handling identifying information, and the
Review'’s style sheet for citations) can be found on the Review’s submission website at
http://www.lawandsociety.org/review/mansubm.htm.
