The last one who planted this type of mate-

rial was Michelangelo Caravaggio, the
Baroque painter who died in 1610.

So when Jo MIelziner had to design scenery
for a play about Caravaggio, he didn't try to
re-paint the artist's work. Instead, he used
scenic projections of his own designs . . .
and fragments from Caravaggio's canvases.
The results, in the words of one reviewer,
"provided flexibility for the actors and direc-
tors and fluidity to the production."

To get the effects he wanted, MIelziner
used 20 Kliegl scenic projec-
tors and 6 Kliegl-adapted
Carousel projectors.

ENVIRONMENTAL

By Richard Schechner
Creating and using space for
audience as well as player par-
ticipation has made Environ-
mental Theater one of the most
important movements in theater
today. Richard Schechner,
founder of The Performance
Group which was responsible
for such innovative drama as
"Dionysus in 69," "Makbeth,"
