Call for Papers

The Monist: An International Journal of General Philosophical Inquiry (Barry
Smith, ed.) will publish a Special Issue (July 1996): "Causality Before Hume," for
which Graham White (Liechtenstein) will act as advisory editor.

Causal theories before Hume are often supposed to have been philosophically
naive, dominated by an unchanging consensus and accurately described by Hume's
polemic. Historical research is beginning to show that the facts are otherwise. The
Monist will publish a special issue on causality in medieval and early modern phi-
losophy; papers on any aspect of causality in that period will be welcome, but we
will be especially interested in the following topics: (i) the relation between theories
of causality and views on the nature of scientific demonstration; (ii) the influence
of theories of causality on other areas of philosophy; and (iii) causal theories of
perception and reference.
