After the entry into force of its Statute on 1st July 2002, the International Criminal Court (ICC) has started 
to work. The first Situations (Congo, Uganda, Central African Republic and Sudan) and Cases (Lubanga, 
Kony, Otti, Lukwiya, Odhiambo, Ongwen) are now pending before the Court. The first public decisions of the 
Court are dated July 2004. More than 230 public decisions were rendered by 31 December 2006. 

The Annotated Digest of the International Criminal Court (2004-2006) is the first volume of an annual or biennial 
series, depending on the volume of decisions issued. It compiles a selection of the most significant legal 
findings contained in the public decisions rendered by the International Criminal Court since its first 
decisions in July 2004 until 31 December 2006. More than 230 decisions have been reviewed for the 
preparation of the present volume. The criteria for selection of the abstracts are: 

1) abstracts which clarify a point of law, interpret a rule...; 
2) abstracts which show how a specific rule is applied by a Chamber; 
3) abstracts which are otherwise meaningful with respect to international justice, human rights, 

international humanitarian law. 

The abstracts are quoted in their original language, namely English or French. An English translation of 
the French abstracts is given. The abstracts are inserted after the relevant articles of the Statute, Rules of 
Procedure and Evidence and Regulations of the Court, with a short description/summary of their precise 
topic. A quick reference system makes it easy to refer to other decisions quoted elsewhere in the Digest. 

This Series of Digests is devised, first and foremost, as a tool for practitioners of international criminal law 
and academics, who will be able to immediately find the most relevant abstracts of ICC jurisprudence on 
each and every topic, thanks to the efficient quick reference system and index.

The Special Court for Sierra Leone was established by a unique bilateral treaty between the United Nations 
and Sierra Leone in early 2002, making it the third modern ad hoc international criminal tribunal. The 
Special Court is currently trying nine persons, including former Liberian President Charles Ghankay Taylor, 
for allegedly bearing "greatest responsibility" for serious violations of international and Sierra Leonean law 
that occurred after 30 November 1996. This volume presents, for the first time, a comprehensive collection 
of legal texts and instruments forming the normative legal framework underpinning the work of the 
Special Court. It fills the void for a handy sourcebook of the Special Court's primary and secondary legal 
texts and is intended for use primarily by the judges, lawyers, academics and other practitioners in the 
Special Court and other hybrid and international tribunals, including the permanent International Criminal 
Court.

The book also includes relevant provisions from the Statutes and Rules of Procedure and Evidence 
qf the ad hoc Tribunals and the ICC, as well as the European Convention for the Protection of Human 
Rights and Fundamental Freedoms (ECHR). 
The book, together with the collections of decisions, will assist practitioners and researchers 
in studying the jurisprudence of the Tribunals. This jurisprudence reflects the current state of 
international criminal law. It will inevitably influence approaches of international courts, including the 
ICC and "hybrid" tribunals, as well as national courts.

The ILM Office welcomes any effort to bring suitable 
documents to the Office's attention. Electronic files or web 
links are required for publication, although printed texts 
can be used for initial deliberations regarding republication. 

The authenticity (i.e. official version status) of submitted 
documents must be easily verifiable. This is facilitated 
by submitting files or print versions which are clearly 
attributable to the original source, or by providing links to 
documents on the original source's official website. 

If the official version of a document is not available in 
English, an unofficial translation is acceptable. The original 
text must accompany such a translation. 

Introductory Notes 

Introductory Notes are brief articles from one to three 
pages in length which are intended to provide background 
information for a document reproduced in ILM. 

For example, an Introductory Note for a treaty might in­
clude a short history of the negotiations, the dates of signa­
ture and entry into force. An Introductory Note for legisla­
tion would give its history and international significance, 
while one for judicial proceedings would provide the back­
ground of the case.
