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the « thinking apparatus ». Any human being 
is therefore « extraordinary », and as such he 
should be understood, in order for him to 
contribute to Society the best he can, as a 
result of Society providing to him the fittest 
conditions of life and expression as an indi­
vidual, rather than a statistical unit. 
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
