ple, textual answers and develop a realistic,
contextual and policy-sensitive analysis that
equips scholars and decision makers with a
method for dealing with a vast range of issues.
These include the initiation of coercion, the dis-
tinction between aggression and self-defense
and between permissible and impermissible
coercion, the use of coercion as a sanctioning
situations, and the management of captured
enemy territory (i.e., belligerent occupation). For
each of these issues, policy is clarified, past
trends and future projections are considered
and, where appropriate, alternative arrange-
ments are proposed. In a new introduction,
recent developments, including the Geneva
Protocols, are examined. The International Law
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
