George Washington Williams is the classic story of a “lost” American — denied political
appointment, victim of racist power struggles and, until this book, overlooked by
historians. George Washington Williams (1849-1891) pursued a remarkable career. At
the age of fourteen he ran away from home to enlist in the Union Army and in just five
years made the leap from semi-literate soldier to polished, urbane clergyman. He went
on to produce the first comprehensive history of the Negro people in America and his
extensive tour of the Belgian Congo (1890) resulted in his “ Open Letter to King
Leopold” exposing the rape of Africa by Europeans and Americans. Along the way,
Williams rubbed shoulders with such eminent men as Presidents Hayes, Cleveland and
Harrison, George Washington Cable and Henry Wadsworth Longfellow.

Submission of an article is taken to imply that it has not previously
been published, and is not being considered for publication
elsewhere.

Contributions should be clearly typed in double spacing (including
footnotes), preferably on A4 paper, with a wide left-hand margin.
Diagrams, maps and illustrations may be included.

Spelling may conform either to British or American usage, providing
it is consistent throughout.

Footnotes should be used sparingly: in general, to give sources of
direct quotations, references to main authorities on disputable
questions, and evidence relied on for a new or unusual conclusion.
They should be numbered consecutively, and may most conveniently
be placed, in double spacing, at the end of the article.

For guidance on matters of style, contributors should refer either to
the MI..A Handbook (1977), or to the Journal of American Studies Style
Notes, copies of which may be obtained from the Editors.

Contributors should keep one copy of the typescript for correcting
proofs.

Notes intended for the Editors or Printer should be on a separate
sheet.

First proofs may be read and corrected by contributors provided that
they can give the Editor an address through which they can be
reached without delay and can guarantee to return the corrected
proofs to the Editor, by airmail where necessary, within three days
of receiving them.

Corrections should be kept to an absolute minimum. They should
be confined to errors of the typist or printer unless the Editor
authorizes otherwise.

Contributors of articles and review essays receive 25 free offprints.
Extra copies may be ordered according to a scale of charges.

Contributors need not be members of the British Association for
American Studies. Unsolicited typescripts can only be returned to
overseas contributors who send International Reply Coupons (not
postage stamps).

Contributors of accepted articles will be asked to assign their
copyright, on certain conditions, to Cambridge University Press, to
help protect their material, particularly in the USA.
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
