THE INTERNATIONAL COMMISSION FOR THE 
STUDY OF GLACIERS 

A WORK has recently come to light in a store-room of the Faculte des Sciences at Grenoble 
entitled Observations sur les variations des glaciers et I' enneigement dans les Alpes Dauphinoises organisees 
par la Societe des Touristes du Dauphine compiled by W. Killian and G. Flusin and the guides of 
the Society from 18go to 18gg. This has been placed at our disposal by Professor L. Lliboutry 
of Grenoble. 

It is interesting to note how active glaciological research h ad already become in those 
early days, and to see so many well-known names now belonging to glaciological history. 
For example, on page 221 there is a notice of a m eeting of " The International Commission for 
the Study of Glaciers" in August IgOO, during the VIIIth Interna tional Geological Congress 
in Paris. (The previous meeting had taken place in 18g7 in St. Petersburg.) 

The notice reads as follows :
