The lectures and demonstrations will be given by the staff of the Department of Auditory
Rehabilitation of the Royal National Throat, Nose and Ear Hospital and Professor David
Goldstein of Purdue University, U.S.A.

The course will apply the comprehensive model developed by Goldstein and Stephens to
the practice of Audiological Rehabilitation. In this year's course the emphasis will be on
developments in rehabilitative instrumentation and the "assessment of rehabilitative
effectiveness.

These different aspects will be integrated into the context of the comprehensive model, and
the details and value of the approach will be illustrated by case studies and video-recorded
presentations. The aim of the course is to teach the use of the model with resulting
improvement in daily practice.

The fee of £150 includes course fees, meals on the ferry and accommodation in four-berth
cabins (single and double berth cabins are available on payment of a supplement).
Reservations can be made if required for accompanying friends or relatives. The fee for the
trip (in a four-berth cabin), with meals on the ferry but without attendance on the course, will
be £85.
