He was a
deeply caring teacher. He worked in-
defatigably for his department, college,
and university. He will be missed.

C. Clyde Jones

Charles Clyde Jones, 57, of 515 Melton
Drive, Jonesboro, died November 18,
1983, in Jonesboro. Since 1965 he had
been a resident of Jonesboro, where he
served on the faculty of Arkansas State
University in the positions of political sci-
ence and graduate advisor; chairman of
the Department of Political Science,
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Sociology, Social Work and Geography;
and dean of the College of Liberal Arts.

He graduated from Marshall University in
Huntington, West Virginia, receiving a
B.A. degree in 1949 and an M.A. in
1950. His Ph.D. in public administration,
constitutional law and American politics
was granted by West Virginia University
in 1965,

Prior to entering the academic profes-
sion, he worked for Sylvania Electric Pro-
ducts as Production Supervisor and In-
dustrial Engineer. A veteran of World War
Il, 1944-19486, he served as a Staff Ser-
geant in the Tank Division of Third Army
in the European theater. He was a mem-
ber of numerous professional organiza-
tions: Phi Delta Kappa, Pi Sigma Alpha, Pi
Gamma Mu, Omicron Delta Epsilon, the
Arkansas Political Science Association,
and the American Association of School
Administrators. Other membershps in-
cluded the Elks, the Veterans of Foreign
‘Wars, and the Civitan Club. His church
affiliation was with Trinity Church,
Jonesboro, Arkansas. Among his many
honors, Jones was chosen for Who's
Who in the South and Southwest, Who's
Who in American Men and Women of
Science, OQutstanding Educators, and
Who’s Who in Educational Administra-
tion. Among his publications was a book,
The Peace Corps: An Analysis of the
Development Problems, Preliminary Edu-
cation and Future. He published numer-
ous professional papers related to law
and government, economic develop-
ment, foreign policy, and the teaching of
political science. With others, Jones

wrote a high school text entitled Aware-
ness of the Law, which was used in
2,000 classes.

Jones’ institutional and community serv-
ice activities were manifold, as he pre-
sented papers to professional groups,
served as consultant to many commit-
tees and spoke to area civic clubs.

John S. Keshawarz, a former graduate
assistant in the Department of Political
Science at Arkansas State University,
remembers his teacher and mentor this
way: ‘"He was a warm and compas-
sionate man who truly believed in stu-
dents’ rights. He was always available to
help his students. In short, he was one of
the most dedicated scholars and teachers
| have ever known.”’

As the director of the Saudi Customs Pro-
ject and professor of political science at
Arkansas State University and a long-
time friend of Jones, | can sum up my col-
league’s philosophy of education: ‘‘Clyde
believed in developing each student’'s
maximum potential. He always stressed
the need for an inquiring intellect, rational
thoughts, and quality scholarship in the
pursuit of knowledge. Clyde himself
never stopped participating actively in
the learning process.”’

Jones was born February 9, 1926, at Est
Lynn, West Virginia. He is survived by his
wife, Francis Elkins Jones, his daughter
Toni R. Jones of Pine Bluff, Arkansas,
and his son Keith A. Jones of Little Rock,
Arkansas.
