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The dissertation is a study of the integrative process whereby the classical Vedic
tradition has maintained its continuity and viability through the incorporation
of popular religious movements. It is based primarily upon the extant works of
Yamuna (fl. eleventh century C.E.), an early SrT Vaisnava Teacher, with primary
focus on his major philosophical works, Atma-siddhi and Agama-pramanya.
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
