342. The rules require that any nomina-
tions in addition to those made by the
Nominating Committee must be received
in writing at the Association’'s Washing-
ton office prior to Monday, August 27,
1984 or thereafter at the Association’s
annual meeting office in the hotel head-
quarters. All such nominations and cer-
tifications must be received at least 24
hours before the session of the Annual
Business Meeting in order to include
those names on the original nominating
document. Specific procedures for offer-
ing nominations are indicated in the An-
nual Business Meeting Rules.
