Translations of plays published in the Cyrillic, Hebrew and Oriental alphabets
are also listed. Excluded are children’s plays, Christmas plays, and moralities.
Holdings include approximately 20,000 entries for American plays; English,
21,000; French, 22,000; Spanish, 16,000; German, 14,000; and a strong repre-
sentation of plays written in minor languages.

As an indication of its scope, holdings relating to the stage encompass
stage history, production techniques, acting, theatre criticism, biography and
material on individual theatres. Although published plays are not included at
the present time, typescripts of plays, promptbooks, and shooting scripts of mo-
tion pictures make up an important segment of the Collection’s holdings.
