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By arrangement with the School of Slavonic and East European
Studies of the University of London, the management and publica-
tion of the SLAvoNic AND EAsT EUROPEAN REVIEW has been taken
over for an indefinite period by the above Committee of American
Scholars, representing the American Historical Association, the
Modern Language Association, the Political Science Association, the
Mediaeval Academy of America, and the Committee on Slavic
Studies of the American Council of Learned Societies.

The British founders of the REVIEW reserve the right to resume its
publication at the beginning of any calendar year, but when this ac-
tion occurs the American Editorial Committee will continue the
magazine in this country as an independent American publication.

THE SLAVONIC AND EAST EUROPEAN REVIEW (American Series, I)
appeared early in 1942 as a single volume (Slavonic Year-Book) of
some 400 pages at a subscription price of $3.50. In 1942-43 the pub-
lication resumes semi-annual form, appearing once more in two issues
of 256 pages at a subscription price of $5.00 annually.
