St. Thomas on the Incarnation

considers them as part of the divinely guaranteed
teaching of the primitive Church. It leaves their
human authority all its force, to be used as we will.
But it insists first on the evidence of their divine
authority, and how impressive that evidence can be
shown to be anyone knows who has read the Contra
Gentes, Bk. 1, ch. 6, and the last section of the
Grammar of Assent.
