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geography, social structure, history and personalities.
Development is as much to do with overcoming restraints
to progress as having good ideas and the resources to
implement them. Nevertheless, the vital importance of
adequate funding for mental health services is imperative. It
is much more likely that progress will be made if all involved
have a common purpose and make the contribution
towards the whole which is uniquely theirs to contribute.
Overhasty closure of existing mental hospitals without
providing suitable alternative resources both in the
community and other hospital settings should be deplored.
The policy of realisation of assets from the sale of psychi-
atric hospital buildings and land returning to the mental
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Examples of good practice are found in every health dis-
trict in the UK. Many are recorded in the reports of the
Good Practices in Mental Health project* and others by the
Health Advisory Servicet which keeps an information file
on good practice. Both bodies may be consulted on specific
issues.
