The Textual and Historical Notes present the legislative history
of the American Bar Association’s Code of Professional Respon-
sibility. The Notes deal with the development of the Code begin-
ning with the tentative unpublished draft and proceeding to the
preliminary and final drafts and subsequent amendments through
August 1978.
