The 5 travel grants attributed during the period 1 February - 30 November 1985 
(i.e. before the XlXth IAU General Assembly in Delhi) are marked with an asterisk. 

One additional colleague from China (Nanjing) was given a travel grant to 
visit the Raman Institute in Bangalore, India, for half a year. Unfortunately, he 
had to change his plans and cancel his project before he could undertake his travel 
to Bangalore. Consequently, he returned his travel grant he had received from the 
Commission. 

Out of the 23 astronomers receiving a travel grant 33% came from India. In 
total the beneficiaries came from 14 different countries. The host institutes were 
located in 11 different countries, 33% being in the USA. We are most grateful to 
all host institutes for providing our grantees with the necessary research facili­
ties and, in most cases, with a grant or fellowship for covering their living ex­
penses during their prolonged visits. Quite a few more institutes would be willing 
to host a foreign astronomer with similar research interests as the host astrono­
mers but they cannot pay for the visitor's living expenses. It is becoming more 
and more difficult for a host institute to provide a visitor with such a financial 
support. It is, therefore, recommended to prospective travel grant applicants wish­
ing to spend several months or a year at a foreign astronomical institute to make 
every effort possible in searching for a grant or fellowship, either international 
or national (in the home or the host country), if the host institute has no means 
to offer a subsistence support. 

Almost all those having received a travel grant have submitted, upon their re­
turn to the home institute, a report on their scientific activities, their plans 
for continued collaboration and, possibly, their publications produced during their 
visit abroad. 

A total of 17 applications had to be rejected because they did not meet with 
the requirements of the travel grant scheme. Some of the reasons were that the 
applicant had no means or grant for covering the living expenses at the host in­
stitute, or the applicant wished to go on a short observing mission only, or 
wished to attend a meeting, etc. 

Quite a number of inquiries were received but no formal application followed 
up when explanations were given concerning the Commission's guidelines. 

Details of the guidelines for the travel grant scheme and the application 
procedure were published in the IAU Information Bulletin No. 55, February 1986. 

The Commission President greatly appreciated the perfect and most valuable 
collaboration she had with the Commission's Vice-President, and the useful advice 
she received from various Members of the Organizing Committee. The excellent coope­
ration of the IAU General Secretary, Jean-Pierre Swings, and of Brigitte Manning 
at the IAU Secretariat in Paris is most gratefully acknowledged.
