tory of U.S. foreign policy and the

documents recording that history,

recently issued its annual report and

urged all federal agencies to comply

with existing declassification require-

ments so that Foreign Relations can

continue to stand as "world's most

honest, full, and professional pub-

lished collection" of official foreign

policy documents.

Noting that their mandate re-

quires them to ensure the Foreign

Relations volumes are "comprehen-

sive" and "accurate," the committee

fears that intelligence agencies' un-

willingness to release documents de-

tailing overseas activities will require

them to recommend against publica-

tion of future volumes because the

conscious omission of such docu-

ments will make the volumes "so

incomplete and misleading as to

constitute an official lie."
