Institute is planned for 1968 at the University of Denver. With the
assistance of grants from the Walter E. Meyer Research Instituteof
Law and the Russell Sage Foundation, the four-week Institute will be
sponsoredby the Law and Society Association and the Association of
American Law Schools.

Again, the Institute will attempt to provide aforum for approxi-
mately eighteen law teachers for(1)a grounding in social science
methodology;(2) clinical analysis of researchprojects designedby the
participants;(3) examinationof the challengesof sociolegal research;
(4) exploration of lawinits societal context. The relevance and sig-
nificance of social science knowledge to and for legal education,and
the mannerofits introduction into the legal curriculum,will be intensively
considered.

Applicants to the Institute are asked to submit a letter to the INSTI-

containing the following:

1.Personal Data: Birth date, present and prior affiliation, formal
and informal education,researchand teachinginterests andex-
perience,publications.

2.ResearchProposal: A copy of a research proposal (accepted,
rejected, pending, in preparation,preparedforthis purpose
alone, or whatever). The research proposalssubmitted bysuc-
cessful applicantswill be the subject matter of discussion, criti-
cism and possible improvement. They are an absolute pre-
requisite to considerationas a participant.

3.Commitment: Each letter of applicationshould contain sufficient
evidenceof commitmentby the applicantto pursuing sociolegal
research.

4.SummerPlans: Applicants should indicate their summer sched-
ule, including family involvement and participation. This infor-
mation is necessary for determining allowances for successful
applicants.
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
