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local medical record association failed 
in its attempt to have another hospital 
assume responsibility lfor reasons re- 
lated to the great expense associated 
with organizing and transporting the 
records), it then considered a recom- 
mendation that a newspaper an- 
nouncement be utilized to inform pa- 
tients who might have been treated at 
the closed hospital that ifthey did not 
claim their records, the records would 
be destroyed. 

I n  her response, the director of pro- 
fessional services for the American 
Medical Record Association indicated 
that the American Medical Record As- 
sociation does not have guidelines or 
policies relating to the medical records 
of a closed hospital, but indicated that 
there was an interest in the effort to 
“save the records.”
