General approach 

Authors are asked to bear in mind the mult i -discipl inary and internat ional nature of the readership 
when wri t ing their contr ibut ion. In part icular , care should be taken to d r a w out the implicat ions 
of the analysis for readers in other fields, other countries, and other disciplines. J a r g o n specific 
to a par t icular discipline or country should be avo ided , and definitions should be provided for 
words which might be unfamiliar to some readers. 

Art icles should general ly contain be tween 5,000 and 10,000 words , a l though longer or shorter 
articles m a y be accepted by a r rangement with the Editor . 

Submission of an article is taken to imply that it has not previously been publ ished, and is not 
being considered for publ ica t ion elsewhere. If an au thor is publ ishing a related article elsewhere, 
this fact should be stated. Cont r ibutors o f articles or reviews accepted for publ ica t ion will be asked 
to assign copyr ight , on certain condit ions, to C a m b r i d g e Univers i ty Press. 

Preparation of manuscr ipt 

Authors of papers should send three copies of their article and keep one copy of the typescript for 
correct ing proofs. 

Cont r ibu t ions (articles, review articles, reviews) should be c lear ly typed on one side o f the paper 
only using a convent ional size of paper , preferably A 4 . Al l mater ia l should be typed double-spaced 
( including endnotes) with generous margins . 

T h e title of the article and the author 's name and affiliation should be typed on a separate p a g e 
at the beginning of the article. T h e title only should appear on the next page , wh ich should conta in 
an abstract o f be tween one and t w o hundred words . 

Style 

References to books and articles should be numbered consecut ively throughout the text and typed 
separately in n u m b e r order at the end of the article. Bib l iographic citations should include the 
following deta i ls : in the case o f books, the author or authors, the full title, publisher, p lace of 
publ icat ion and da te ; in the case o f articles, the au thor or authors , the title and full name of the 
journa l , vo lume, year and page reference (first and last page ) . References should be typed using 
the fol lowing style.

Footnotes should be avoided if at all possible; w h e n they must occur they should be numbered 
along wi th the references. 

T a b l e s and figures should be clear ly laid out , numbered consecut ively, and designed to fit on 
a page 234mm x 155mm. Ver t i ca l lines be tween columns should be omit ted, and horizontal lines 
limited to the top and bot tom of the table, with an addi t ional one be low the co lumn headings. 
Tota ls and percentages should be label led, and units identified. Eve ry table or figure should have 
a title and at least one reference in the text to indicate its locat ion. 

Proofreading of the manuscr ipt 

First proofs may be read and corrected by contr ibutors provided that they can give the Edi tor 
an address through which they can be reached wi thout de lay and can guaran tee to return the 
corrected proofs to the Edi tor by airmail where appropr ia te , wi th in seven days o f receiving them. 
T h e master proof will a lways be sent direct to the Edi tor by the pr inter ; contr ibutors will receive 
duplicates. 

Authors will receive 25 offprints o f their article free o f c h a r g e ; addi t ional copies may be 
purchased if ordered at proof stage. 
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
