United Nations Study Program: 1990-1991
Purposes

The Academic Council on the United Nations System announces the competition
for the United Nations Study Program for the academic year 1990-91. Under the
program, a number of UN officials will be selected for study programs in universities
and a number of scholars from colleges and universities for assignment with UN
offices at New York Headquarters, in Geneva and in the regional offices in Addis
Ababa, Baghdad, Bangkok, Nairobi, Santiago and Vienna. Normally, assignments will
be made for a full academic year, although shorter periods may be considered under
special circumstances. The purposes of the program are threefold:

- to provide an opportunity for academic scholars to »vork in a UN program related to
their areas of major research;

- to provide advanced training and intellectual growth for UN officials;

- to build close and enduring contacts between academic scholars and international
officials in the UN system

Qualifications

For the academic year, 1990-91, the program is open to academic scholars on
sabbatical leave or with other support, whose research is related to the problems of
international cooperation and the activities of international organizations. The
ACUNS Selection Committee will look for the following qualifications: a Ph.D. or its
equivalent and evidence of research activity that would benefit from a period of direct
involvement in UN programs; a continuing commitment to the study of
international cooperation and international organizations; and capacity to work
effectively in the international environment of the United Nations. UN assignments
will be made through the Office of Human Resources Management at UN
Headquarters in New York.

Applicants should submit a full curriculum vitae, a statement of 3 to 5 pages
explaining the research they propose to pursue and how a UN assignment would
contribute to their professional development, a statement on the source and length of
research support and arrange to have three letters of recommendation sent directly to
ACUNS. Where possible, an effort will be made to provide a travel and relocation
allowance to augment research support. Applications must be received no later
than December 30,1989.
