The co-incidence of Jl’ar and Christmas produced its inevit- 

able crop of banalities; but also some profound and helpful re- 
flection. Jacques Afalkg-ue was provoked to an inspiring article 
in La V i z  Zntelleclrrelle, and there was a solid grasp of funda- 
inentai Christian realities as revea!ed a t  Bethlehem in Dorothy 
Sayers’ ‘ Supplement ’ to T h e  Christian Aiews-Lefter .  

‘The same number of Lu Vie Irztellectz~elle contained distress- 
ing information froin Kurt Tiiriner on German Catholics and 
the War. From it E’eiiguin learns that much of the pabulum 
which nourished him before the war has now ceased to exist. 
On pretest of paper-shcrtage all Catholic weeklies in Germany 
have been suppressed with the exception of the erastian W i e n e r  
Kirclrerzblatt. (Sc l iv i iere  Zickunft and Z s i t  i in  Querschnitt  were 
among the most enlightened weeklies that came our way.) Guar- 
clini’s Quickbouri group has been suppressed, and with it 
Schildget;osstx,  perhaps the most original and constructive of 
Catholic reviews. Xothing is said of the fate of Hochland and 
Stitnttien der Zeit. 

Other important C’ie Inlellectuelle contributions are ‘ Devant 
la masse prCcCdement communiste ’ by ‘ C i v i s ’ 4 n  the challenge 
and opportunity xi-hich the Communist debscle presents to 
Catholics-and the reflections of Daniel-Rops on recent Stalinist 
diplomacy and aggression. He shows these to be far from the 
‘ betrayal ’ of l la rx is t  xthoduuy which ex-Popular Frontists 
would like to believe, but a perfectly consistent application of 
Communist revolutionary theory. 

Current periodicals, of course, contain many articles on the 
Encyclical S111~77:i Poiitificatus. Particularly noteworthy were 
that by F r .  Philip Hughes in ?‘.he Dziblin R e v i e w ,  and the  appre- 
ciation which Professor Eriiest .Barker contributed to The Chris- 
tian News-Le t t e r .  

’The January Theology  carries a penetrating ‘ Scrutiny of 
Contemporarl- Remorse ’ with the title ‘ Paradise Lost without 
Tears ’ from the pen of the Rev. JV. R. Jarrett Kerr. Its theme, 
that of the ‘ rediscovery of original sin in contemporary litera- 
tue,’ also runs through F r .  S. J.  Gosling’s Catholicism and 
the Modern Novel ’ in the January Dublin-a thoughtful article 
on the importance and function of rhe Catholic literary critic 
which, with assistance froin Newman, vindicates the programme 
proposed by Mr. Martin Turnell. Mr. Turnell himself contri- 
butes an admirable example of it in a criticism of Wilthering 
He igh t s  . 
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. h o t h e r  valuable DubliPL item is the unassuming but nicely 
balanced criticism by Fr. Alphonsus Bonnar, O.F.M., of 
Freud's M o s e s  47id Afonotheisrn. He distinguishes carefully 
Freud's philosophical and religious prejudices from his empiri- 
cal discoveries and his theory of mental dynamics, shows the 
inherent inconsistencies and unscientific methodology in his 
unhappy swan-song, and concludes by recalling extenuating 
circumstances, Christian charity and the scientific temper com- 
bine admirably in repelljng this over-rated attack on the foun- 
dations of revealed religion. 

Etzides, on December 20th, contained valuable documenta- 
tion on the religion of the French pesple as  revealed by the 
testimony of soldier-priests, and, on January Sth, a continuation 
of the excellent ' Histoire Internationale du Temps Present ' by 
Pbre Yves de la Briere, treating this time of the Finnish war 
and its repercussions, 

Mr. Donald Attwater blows an ' invigorating blast of fresh 
air ' into the staid pages of M u s i c  and Litirrgy with a frank 
analysis of the unreality which liturgical forms are liable to 
assume by reason of their divorce from modern ways of life atid 
thought. H e  states the problem admirably, but does not take 
u.j very fa r  towards a practical solution. 
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
