11 April-29 May 1983

This course, lasting seven weeks, will be held at the Commonwealth
Institute of Entomology at the address below. It aims to provide training in
the taxonomy of insects and mites of agricultural importance with special
reference to the identification of pest species and their natural enemies,
and will highlight the role of taxonomy as a major input in modern agricul-
tural technology. A large part of the training will be devoted to practical
work and demonstrations to equip participants with a working knowledge
that will enable them to act as first-level field identifiers.

Candidates should preferably have a degree in biology or agriculture and
be employed in a plant protection or field research orientated department
with some involvement in pest identification.

Twelve students can be admitted to this fifth course, for which there
is a fee of £500 Sterling. Maintenance in the U.K. will be the responsibility
of the participants.

A limited number of fellowships may be made available by the
Commonwealth Fund for Technical Cooperation to suitable candidates
officially nominated by governments of the developing countries of the
Commonwealth. These fellowships cover travel, subsistence and course fees.
