Adverse reactions: Most commonly 
nausea, somnolence, sweating, tremor. 
asthenia, dry mouth, insomnia, sexual 
dysfunction, dizziness, constipation, 

diarrhoea, decreased appetite 
Spontaneous reports of dizziness, 
headache, vomiting, diarrhoea, 

restlessness, hallucinations, hypomania. 
rash. As with other SSRIs, postural 

hypotension, hypotension, hypertension, 
tachycardia, arrhythmias (rare) Rarely 

extrapyramidal reactions, hyponatremia 
(possible SIADH), transient liver f jnct ior 
abnormality Abrupt discontinuation may 

cause dizziness, sensory disturbance, 
agitation, anxiety, nausea and sweating
