It is hoped that the information will provide an impetus toward com­
munication among scholars concerning their own work and reduce duplication.

The decision-making sessions will be video­
taped and the patterns of group interaction will
be analyzed via videotaped playback to discuss
the various patterns which emerge.

Researchers hope to
determine the degree of intercultural under­
standing which can be attained in a bilingual
program and through the use of computerized
games, video-tape, behavioral analysis, and
lectures and discussions which are based on
anthropological and cultural systems.
