It is
that of a generous Burgundy combined with the peculiar flavour
characteristic of the leaf of erythroxylon coca. Our analytical notes
are as follows: Alcohol, 13:23 per cent. by weight, 1633 by volume, equal
to 28:62 per cent. proof spirit; extract dried at 100°C. 925 per cent.;
mineral matter (containing phosphate), 0-52 per cent. Boiling for some
time, with the addition of a little carbonate of soda, resulted in the -
production of a green sediment, probably the coca extractives. (One
bottle contains the equivalent of two ounces of leaves.) At the same
time a characteristic odour not unlike that of choice tea evinced itself.
