William A. Steiger
Congressional Fellow

The
Fellowship is awarded each year to
an outstanding political scientist or
journalist through a national
competition.

As the William A. Steiger Con-
gressional Fellow, Dr. Ragsdale will
participate in APSA's Congressional
Fellowship Program which includes
other political scientists, journalists,
health policy professionals and fed-
eral government executives who have
been selected through a rigorous
national competition. The Fellows
spend 10 months working closely
with Members of Congress and con-
gressional committees as legislative
assistants and attending weekly semi-
nars and lectures by experts on the
political process.
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A member of the faculty of the
University of Arizona since 1982, Dr.
Ragsdale is also Director of the Uni-
versity of Arizona Survey Research
Center and was Honors Professor
for the Arizona-Iowa Consortium
Study Abroad Program, London,
England, 1988-89. She received her
Ph.D. in political science from the
University of Wisconsin in 1982.

The William A. Steiger Fellowship
honors the memory of the late
William Steiger, a Republican who
represented the Sixth District of Wis-
consin from 1966 until his untimely
death in 1978. During his service in
Congress, Representative Steiger was
dedicated to the Congressional Fel-
lowship Program. He was an active
member of the program's advisory
committee and, over the years, wel-
comed numerous Fellows to his staff.
The Fellowship is awarded to an
individual who best exemplifies
Representative Steiger's values and
interests.

Steiger Congressional Fellowship is
under the direction of the William A.
Steiger Congressional Fellowship
Development Committee, which
seeks to raise an endowment to sup-
port in perpetuity the Fellowship.
