Priority consideration will, however, be accorded where the 

author states that the submission is exclusive for a specified period of at least six weeks and commits to accept an 

offer of publication within the specified time period. Authors should bear in mind that, as a professionally juried 

journal, the AJIL is rarely if ever able to make offers of publication in response to requests for expedited review within 

the time limits typically fixed by other journals that have made offers of publication.
