Organizational matters 

It was determined that a quo­
rum of at least seven Council 
members present had been 
met. 

Samit noted that the Asso­
ciation's constitution specified 
that the chair presided, but 
did not establish whether the 
chair votes. It was unani­
mously voted in the affirmative 
that the chair would vote. 

The agenda was reordered 
somewhat from that an­
nounced October 9 by 
Wiegele. 

Agenda 
Implementing APSA affiliation 

Wiegele reviewed various 
aspects of affiliation with the 
American Political Science As­
sociation. Affiliation was unan­
imously rejected by the APLS 
membership in 1983. A com­
mittee (consisting of G. Schu-

bert, Masters, and Kitchin) 
was appointed in 1984 and 
reported at the 1985 APSA/ 
APLS meeting in New Or­
leans. Following the positive 
recommendation of that com­
mittee, the membership of 
APLS voted to affiliate as a 
section. 

According to APSA Execu­
tive Director Thomas Mann, an 
appropriate model is that of 
the Policy Studies Group 
which is already affiliated as 
an organized section. To affili­
ate, APLS needs (1) a state­
ment of purpose and (2) a 
petition to be submitted in 
March to the APSA for review 
in April. A copy of the APSA's 
"Council Policy on Sections" 
was reviewed. 

A draft "Statement of Pur­
pose" prepared by Wiegele 
was discussed and it was 
agreed that Watts would in­
corporate revisions into a new 
draft and distribute. 

Affiliation with other groups 

The following statement was 
adopted: 

"Panels, programs, exhibits 
and the like, offered at other 
professional meetings as offi­
cial Association for Politics 
and the Life Sciences activi­
ties, while encouraged by the 
Association, must be ap­
proved in advance by the 
APLS Council and coordi­
nated with the APLS Annual 
Program Chair." 

Specific affiliation with the 
International Society of Politi-

cal Psychology, the Science 
and Technology Group (a pro­
posed section of the APSA) 
and the International Social 
Science Council were dis­
cussed and deferred for later 
action. 

Additional Council Members 

G. Schubert proposed that, 
in the future, the Annual Pro­
gram Chair and a Program 
Vice-Chair be invited to meet 
with the Council during the 
period of their service in those 
positions. After discussion, 
the proposal was adopted 
unanimously. 

Awards 

Wiegele suggested that the 
Association might establish 
awards for beginning scholars 
and, perhaps, graduate stu­
dents. After brief discussion, 
the item was postponed. 

Future of the Association 

Specific proposals for future 
Association activities were re­
viewed, including (1) a short 
(2-week) institute or summer 
course, (2) a longer (6-8 week) 
summer institute, perhaps un­
der the auspices of the NEH, 
(3) a workshop to be held prior 
to the American Political Sci­
ence Association Annual 
Meetings (perhaps in 1987 af­
ter the matter of section affilia­
tion is resolved), and (4) other 
foundation support. The fol­
lowing tasks were assigned: 

Samit will develop a pro­
posal for the APSA workshop 
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Hines will pursue NEH and 
other summer institute pro­
posals 

Wiegele will develop pro­
posals for (a) APLS support 
(e.g., to fund a technical 
writer, and a curriculum coor­
dinator/writer), and (b) for a 
program of special issues of 
the Association's journal, Poli­
tics and the Life Sciences. 

J. Schubert and Peterson 
will develop a preproposal 
concept paper on biopolitics 
summer workshops.

Graduate student paper 
award be established 

a. To be presented annually 
at the APSA awards cere­
mony; 

b. To be in the amount of 
$500, the paper to be in­
cluded in the next program of 
the Association and consid­
ered for publication in Politics 
and the Life Sciences; 

c. To be awarded to a grad­
uate student nominated by an 
Association member. 

In addition, 

d. The paper must apply a 
life science perspective to po­
litical subject matter, and 

e. Eligibility and selection 
are to be determined by a 
committee of three Associa­
tion members to be selected 
by the Council.

Future of the Journal 

Wiegele reported that 
Northern Illinois University is 
providing support for the jour­
nal. This commitment expires 
with the Lilly grant in May, 
1987. Typesetting costs are 
reduced because student la­
bor is used to prepare a com­
puterized tape. Production 
costs could be expected to 
increase $2000-$3000 if the 
journal moved elsewhere. 

Future of the Association 
(continued from previous ses­
sion) 

It was proposed that the 
Association consider organiz­
ing conferences to raise 
funds. Approximately every 
two years an APLS member 
might organize a conference 
with contributions by institu­
tions. Hines will develop a 
prospectus for a conference 
(using such examples as 
those listed in the Chronicle of 
Higher Education). 

Future meetings of the Coun­
cil 

Kitchin, 1986 Program 
Chair, will be asked to sched­
ule a longer business meeting 
than has been established in 
the past (perhaps 3-1 /2 
hours). The Midwest Political 
Science Association meetings 
in Spring, 1986 will be the site 
of an interim Council meeting. 

Other Business 

Possible candidates for Pro­
gram Chair and Program Vice­
Chair were discussed. Samit 
will make appropriate con­
tacts. 

Liaison with other profes­
sional associations were dis­
cussed and contact persons 
were designated to promote 
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APLS activities with those as­
sociations and to coordinate 
APLS program activities that 
might be undertaken with 
those associations.
