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In reviewing the literature on this subject, Professor Baker has devised an ingeni­
ous index, or matrix, to guide the student through the bibliography. In explaining
his criteria for selecting items, he states:

My view is that the "War of '47" and the "Revolution of '48" are related, and that events in
Mexico, the United States, and Europe need to receive comparative study. Another reason
can be brought forward to support the view that this topic is wider than the shared history of
Mexico and the United States: Since none of the Great Powers would have wanted the bal­
ance of power in North America disrupted by the hegemony of the United States, why did
none of them militarily intervene on the side of Mexico? This failure to act can be explained
by reference to the inwardness of European consciousness at that time, and perhaps this
same inwardness explains part of the Mexican failure to act. ... This line of thought leads
to the suggestion that this directory deserves a breadth at least as wide as that which would
correspond to Mexican-Euro-Arnerican affairs, 1846-1848.

The Directory is organized according to a matrix, shown below, which
takes into account the chronological interest of the work, its topical interest, and
the geopolitical locus of its concern. Each position in the matrix is assigned a
number and any work judged to fall into that position is identified by that
number. In addition, the Directory lists the names and addresses of nearly 200
scholars who have published works on this subject, with information on where
their works have been cited.
