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administrative tribunals, and other decision-making bodies, such as arbitration tribunals. 
Th ey should not exceed 6000 words in length except in exceptional circumstances, and 
should set out the facts of the case under discussion and summarize the reasoning of the 
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electronic wherever possible. In the case of decisions that are not available in English au- 
thors should be particularly aware that readers may not be able to read the actual decision 
and provide more information about the facts and reasoning in the case than might other- 
wise seem necessary.

Aside from the above materials, the IJCP also publishes book reviews, documents 
of record, chronicles (a summary of signifi cant national and regional developments) 
and conference reports. Books to be considered for review should be sent directly to the
Book Review Editor (Patrick O’Keefe, P.O. Box 8049, Toowoomba Mail Centre, 
Toowoomba Queensland 4352, Australia).
