Bud Kenworthy died in March 1998, as the result of an
automobile accident, prematurely ending an excephonc% career at
the age of 62. As recounted by Mary T. Hanna in the June 1998
issue of PS, at the time of his death, Bud Kenworthy was professor
of politics at Whitman College.

A graduate of Oberlin College and a Yale Ph.D., Kenworthy
studied Latin America, and, over time, his teaching and research
fosctitncl on AAVIGORMBAIGE ivs s At s e of his death,
Kenworthy was completing research on the envrronmenmﬂy
sustainable fishing and farming practices of the campesinos of
Costa Rica. His research in the past led to mnumerabfe books,
arhcles, and monograph:s. » .

Bud Kenworthy was also a teacher unﬂaggmgly commlﬁed o
undergraduates. In 1970 he was awarded Cornell’s Clark Award
for Advanced Teaching, and he served for five years as director of
undergraduate studies in Cornell’s government department.
