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His epitaph reads simply: 'Lover of Christ and Man', and it is a 
sufficient cxplanatioii of his work, which transformed the lives of 
thousands of boys and, by its example, profoundly influenced the 
social conscience of America.

SYNOPSIS TOTIUS SUMMAE THEOLOGICAE S .  THOMAS. Edited by 
Gerard M. Paris, O.P. (Naples, d'Auria: 3 vols; 30s.) 
This Latin synopsis contains the essential parts of each article of the 

Summa. The title of the article is given, and then the answer affirmative 
or negative as the case may be to the question put, together with the 
essential reasons for that answer. The requisite distinctions are em- 
bodied in the answer itself. Other points of interest culled from the 
answers to the objections are given in notanda at the end of the article. 
This method of summarising the Summa enables the editor to compress 
into one volume of 621 pages in a s m d  convenient format the Prima 
pars and the Prima secundae. Two other volumes are to come to com- 
plete the work. How far such a book can SeNC those unacquaiiitcd 
with scholastic terminology and philosophical doctrine is open to 
question, but to those who know something of thc Summa, it should 
serve as a handy and useful vade-mecum.

WORLD WITHOUT END (Sands; 7s. 6d.) brings together the thoughts of 
an anonymous Carmelite nun on a variety of subjects, from praycr 
to flowers in a garden, from suffering to the methods of a painter. All 
is seen from tlic fixed point of a contemplative vicw of God and the 
world, which is to say that herc is a gracious and objective book, which, 
moreover, is written in an easy English wholly free from preteiitiousiicss 
or the sugary sort of edification. 

SIMPLICITY (Burns Oates; 6s.) is the latcst volumc to appear of thc 
work of Father Raoul Plus, S.J. It has all his custoiiiary charm and 
directness of exposition, and he shows clearly how vital in tlic Christian 
life is a virtue too often forgotten. 

A MANUAL OF SOCIAL SERMONS (Catholic Social Guild; 2s.) should bc 
useful to priests who wish to instruct the faithful in tlic Church’s 
social doctrine and who feel thc need of outlines aiid reading lists to 
help thciii in their preparation. 

EXISTENTIALISM AND CHRISTIAN THOUGHT (Dacrc Press; 45. Gd.) is an 
outlinc by Roger Troisfontaincs, S .  J .  (translated by Martiii Jarret-Kerr) 
of the inam trends of existentialist thought and is the best short account 
available in English. WHAT IS EXISTENTIALISM 2 by Roland Bailey 
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
