New York University's graduate Drama Department has always been interested in new
developments in performance.

—Archives and Research will include course work and practical training, work
that is now being done, in part, at the Shubert Archives under a grant from the
Shubert Foundation.

—Contemporary Performance will focus on avant-garde, experimental, and
alternative theatre. A course in Paratheatre will be offered in Fall 77.

—Dance will cover both theatrical and non-theatrical forms.
—Performance Theory will emphasize the relationship of theatre to thinking in

anthropology, ethnology, linguistics, psychology, etc. and in the other arts.
—Performance Writing will be concerned with journalistic and popular writing

about theatre. The course in Semiotics of Performance, offered in Fall 77, is
representative of the work in Analysis.

—Popular Performance reinforces the non-literary orientation of the department
and deals, in the Fall 77 term, with such topics as Festival and Folk theatre and
the Commedia deM'Arte and Its Influence.
