The Best Paper Award
for the best paper on religion and
politics went to Timothy B. Shah,
Harvard University, for “Making the
World Safe for Liberalism: The
Moralization of Christianity and the
Roots of Liberal Public Reason in
Hugo Gratius (1583-1645).”

Urban Politics

The Organized Section on Urban
Politics presented two books awards
in 1998, one for the best book pub-
lished in 1996 and one for the best
book in 1997. The 1996 Book Award
went to Roger Waldinger of the
University of California, Los Ange-
les for Still the Promised City? Afri-
can-Americans and New Immigrants
in Postindustrial New York (Harvard
University Press, 1996). The winner
of the 1997 Best Book Award on
urban politics was Morning Glories:
Municipal Reform in the Southwest
(Princeton University Press, 1997),
by Amy Bridges, University of Cali-
fornia, San Diego. The Best Disser-
tation Award for the best disserta-
tion on urban politics was presented
to Timothy Krebs, University of
North Carolina, Greensboro, for
“The Politics of Chicago City Coun-
cil Elections, 1979-1995.” The Nor-
ton Long Career Achievement
Award was presented to Dennis
Judd, University of Missouri, St.
Louis in recognition of his profound
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and lasting impact on the field of
urban politics.

Science, Technology, and
Environmental Politics

The Don K. Price Award for the
best book on science, technology,
and environmental politics published
in the last three years was given to
Sheila Jasanoff of Harvard Univer-
sity for Science at the Bar: Law, Sci-
ence, and Technology in America
(Harvard University Press, 1995).

Women and Politics

The Best Paper Award for the
best paper in the field of women
and politics research at the 1997
APSA Annual Meeting was awarded
to Gretchen Rittea, University of
Texas, Austin for “Regendering Citi-
zenship after the Second World
War.”

Foundations of Political Theory

The David Easton Award, recog-
nizing a book that broadens the
horizons of contemporary political
science by engaging issues of philoso-
phical significance in political life
through any of a variety of ap-
proaches in the social sciences and
humanities, was awarded to Robert
D. Putnam of Harvard University
for Making Democracy Work (Prince-
ton University Press, 1993). James
Wood Bailey of Princeton University
was named winner of the First Book
Award for Utilitarianism, Institutions,
and Justice (Oxford University Press,
1997). The First Book Award recog-
nizes the best first book published in
1997 by a scholar in the early stages
of his or her career in the area of
political theory/philosophy. The Best
Paper Award for the best paper on
foundations of political theory went
to Kennan Ferguson, University of
Hawaii, for “Communities of Mean-
ing: Toward a Kantian Non-Univer-
sal Judgment.”

Computers and Multimedia

The Best Instructional Software
Award, recognizing a work that en-
hances the teaching of political sci-
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ence through the use of technology,
was presented to David Smetters of
MicroCase Corporation for Explorlt,
a software package for elementary
data analysis in American govern-
ment. D. Scott Bennett, Pennsylva-
nia State University and Allan C.
Stam, Yale University were awarded
the Best Research Software Award,
for EUGene (Expected Utility Gen-
eration and data management pro-
gram) a program for scholars en-
gaged in quantitative international
relations research. The award recog-
nizes a work that contributes to the
furtherance of research in the field
as well as improvement of research.

Comparative Politics

The Gregory Luebbert Award for
the best professional article in com-
parative politics was presented to
Adam Przeworski of New York Uni-
versii: and Fernando Limongi of the
University of Sao Paulo, Brazil, for
“Modernization: Theories and
Facts” (World Politics, January
1997). The Sage Prize for the best
comparative politics paper presented
at the 1997 APSA Annual Meeting
went to Joel S. Hellman of the Eu-
ropean Bank for Reconstruction and
Development for “Winners Take
All: The Politics, of Partial Reform.”
Gary W. Cox of the University of
California, San Diego was winner of
the 1998 Gregory Luebbert Prize,
awarded for the best book in com-
parative politics, for Making Votes
Count: Strategic Coordination in the
World’s Electoral Systems (Cam-
bridge University Press, 1997).

State Politics and Policy

The Best Paper Award was given
to William Berry, Florida State Uni-
versity, Richard Fording, University
of Kentucky, and Russell Hanson,
Indiana University, for “Reassessing
the ‘Race to the Bottom’ Thesis: A

The Doris Graber Award, given
for the best paper on political com-
munication presented at the 1997
APSA Annual Meeting, was pre-
sented to Marion R. Just, Wellesley
College, and Ann N. Crigler, Uni-
versity of Southern California, for
“Emotional Interactions With the
Campaign: A Constructionalist Ap-
proach to Campaign Effects.” The
Murray Edelman Distinguished Ca-
reer Award for lifetime contribution
to the study of political communi-
cation was given to Shanto Iyengar
of the University of California,
Los Angeles.

Politics and History

The J. David Greenstone Book
Prize for the best book in history
and politics in the past two calendar
years was given to two outstanding
books, Civic Ideals: Conflicting Vi-
sions of Citizenship in U.S. History
(Yale University Press, 1997) by
Rogers M. Smith of Yale University
and Making the Fascist Self: The Po-
litical Culture of Interwar History
(Cornell University Press, 1997) by
Mabel Berezin of the University of
California, Los Angeles.

Political Economy

Gary W. Cox, University of Cali-
fornia, San Diego, was presented the
Best Book Award for Making Votes
Count: Strategic Coordination in the
World’s Electoral Systems (Cam-
bridge University Press, 1997). The
award is given annually for the best
book on political economy. The Best

Dissertation Award was given to
Alberto Diaz-Cayeros of Duke
University for “Political Responses
to Regional Inequality: Taxation
and Distribution in Mexico.”

Domestic Sources of Foreign
Policy

The Best Paper Award was pre-
sented to Mariam F. Elman, Ari-
zona State University, for “Unpack-
ing Democracy: Presidentialism,
Parliamentarianism, and the Demo-
cratic Peace Theory”; and Richard
K. Herrmann, Philip E. Tetlock, and
Penny S. Visser, Ohio State Uni-
versity, for “Mass Public Decisions
on Going to War: A Cognitive-
Interactionist Framework.” The
award is given annually for the
best paper on domestic sources of
foreign policy at the previous
APSA Annual Meeting.

Race Ethnicity and Politics

The Organized Section on Race,
Ethnicity and Politics awarded three
prizes in 1998. The Best Paper
Award was presented to Clare
Sheridan, University of Texas, Aus-
tin, for “A Genealogy of Citizenship:
Mexican Americans, Race, and Na-
tional Identity.” The award recog-
nizes the best paper on race, ethnic-
ity, and politics presented at the
APSA Annual Meeting. The Best
Dissertation Award for the best
American dissertation on race, eth-
nicity, and politics was given to
Claire Jean Kim, University of Cali-
fornia, Irvine, for “Cracks in the
‘Gorgeous Mosaic’: Black-Korean
Conflict and Racial Mobilization in
New York City.” The Best Disserta-
tion Award, for the best comparative
dissertation on race, ethnicity, and
politics went to Allaine D. Cerwonka
of the University of California, Ir-
vine, for “Space and Nation in a
Global Era: In Search of Australia.”
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
