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John Dunstan, M.R.C.V.S.

JOHN DUNSTAN, M.R.C.V.S., died on 9th September 1930. He be-
longed to a well-known Cornish family of veterinary surgeons and
obtained the Diploma of Membership of the Royal College of Veterinary
Surgeons in 1895. In 1900 he was appointed Professor of Surgery in the
Royal (Dick) Veterinary College, Edinburgh, a position he held for five
years. On resigning this appointment, he returned to Liskeard, Cornwall,
where he practised until ill-health compelled him to retire a year or two
before his death. He was held in high esteem by his fellow-members
of the profession, who, elected him to a seat on the Council of the Royal
College of Veterinary Surgeons. On this body he served from 1910 to
1919, and occupied the Vice-Presidential chair in 1911.

Though John Dunstan made no notable contribution to veterinary
literature, he was able, from his rich store of clinical experience, to afford
help on many occasions to the Ministry of Agriculture in elucidating
problems presented by diseases of animals. He was a man of tremendous
energy and had many interests outside his professional work.

He was elected a Fellow of the Society in 1903.
