EDITORIAL POLICY

Only articles which fall within the scope of the
journal will be considered for publication.

Contributors are responsible for obtaining per-
mission to reproduce any materials, including pho-
tographs and illustrations for which they do not
hold copyright, and for ensuring that the appropri-
ate acknowledgements are included in the manu-
script.

All contributions to LJIL are peer-reviewed.

MANUSCRIPT PREPARATION
The Editors recommend the following word counts
for the journal’s sections: Articles up to 10,000 words;

Hague International Tribunals and Current Legal
Developments up to 8,000 words; Book Review Essays
up to 5,000; and Book Reviews up to 1,500 words.

PROCEDURES

After receipt, the contribution will be sent for peer
review. If the article is considered eligible for pub-
lication, any revisions deemed necessary will be
sent to the author. The author will be given three
weeks to make the necessary changes.

TEXT CONVENTIONS

Copy-editing can be a lengthy and complex busi-
ness, so it is essential that contributors observe the
LJIL’s text conventions closely. Typescripts which
do not may be returned for amendment.

PROOFS

Proofs may be expected about three months before
publication. Only essential typographical or factu-
al errors may be changed at proof stage. Resist the
temptation to revise or add to the text. The publisher
reserves the right to charge authors for correction of
non-typographical errors.

OFFPRINTS

Until December 2009, if the article is published, the
author will receive 25 offprints of the paper. Extra
copies may be purchased from the publisher if
ordered at proof stage. Authors of book reviews
will receive one complimentary copy of the
Journal.

From the first issue of the 2010 volume, authors
of articles, review essays and book reviews will
receive a pdf file of their contribution and a
complimentary issue upon publication. Offprints can
be purchased if the form is completed and returned
to the publisher on receipt of the first proofs.
