The library con-
sists of over 90,000 volumes or rare and scholarly works, 350,000 photographs, and
approximately 40,000 linear feet of archival materials pertaining to the trans-Mis-
sissippi West, the Spanish Borderlands, and the history of transportation, especially
railroads worldwide. Special collections include Stanley Marcus, Horton Foote,
Texas Banknotes, Map Collections, Women’s Archives of the Southwest, Petroleum
in the West, Photography of the West and the J.C. Penny & Co. Collection.
