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quickly followed. From this merging of the fiery, proud, high-minded
Christianity of Spain with the primal simplicity and nature-loving
spontaneity of the New World came the Christian civilisation of
Latin America, having as itg first-fruits the fragrant sanctity of Rose
of Lima and Martin Porres, son of slave woman and Spanish knight.
