International Council on the Future

of the UNIVERSITY Inc.

The International Council on the Future of
the University held its Third International
Meeting in Lisbon, Portugal, last April
27-30, 1981, on the topic, ‘'The Pursuit
of Truth in a Changing World.”* Partici-
pants from 20 countries took part in the
four-day meeting. it was an opportunity
for more than 100 scholars, many of
them with leading reputations in their dif-
ferent fields (and representing roughly
one-third of the membership) to review
the changes which ICFU foresaw for
Western universities in the early part of
the seventies and to assess how the im-
portant calling of these institutions would
change further in the decade ahead. The
meeting provided many of the partici-
pants with their first exposure to the
post-revolution structure and problems of
Portuguese universities (which were
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used as a case study in the meeting). It
provided Portuguese scholars with a
unique encounter with eminent scholars
from other Western democracies.

Apple Interactive Data ANALYSIS

AIDA is a full-featured statistical analysis
system for the Apple Il, designed by a
professional socia! scientist to perform
the data manipulation and statistical
analyses most needed in academic and
marketing research. The program builds
self-descriptive data files on the disk,
then recalls variables by a '‘virtual mem-
ory'’ process as they are referenced by
the user. Up to 11,000 data points may
reside in memory at once, allowing a
maximum of over 4,000 cases in analy-
sis. Sub-setting, transformation, missing
data and case weights are supported.

Statistics include: mean, variance, dis-
tributions, histograms, two-way tables
(with Chi-square), Pearson and rank cor-
relation, pair and standard t-tests,
ANOVA, and multiple linear regression.
Uses provisional means algorithms for
accuracy of variances and cross-pro-
ducts, and computes significance levels.
Data may be input from text files, or
through an enter and verify routine.
Users may modify program code, or write
their own ’special’’ commands. AIDA re-
quires 48K with Applesoft, and at least
one Disk 1I; works with Corvus. $236.

Titled ""Power in America,”’ the series
was written and is narrated by Leonard
Freedman, professor of political science
and Dean of Continuing Education,
UCLA.

In the series he provides listeners with an
opportunity to explore a variety of view-
points on the working of power in
America today, focusing on such key
questions as: Who has power in
America? Do we have a ‘“power elite’’ —
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or is power widely distributed? |s power
too concentrated at the center—or not
enough? How responsive is government
to the people’s wishes?

Each of the 14 half-hour segments in-
cludes an introductory statement by Dr.
Freedman, followed by dialogues with
leading scholars, political commentators
and public figures in American life.

In addition, background information and
analysis, as well as selections from the
National Archives and other tape libra-
ries, are brought into the discussions to
sharply juxtapose and illuminate the
issues.

On each tape segment—whether the
topic is Economic Power, Congressional
Power, Judicial Power, the Media, Presi-
dential Power, the Power of Ideas, or
Public Opinion—a wide range of interpre-
tations is presented to help listeners de-
velop their own independent, informed
judgments.

The tape series is designed for use in a
variety of formats: for independent
study, as an adult education discussion
program, as a supplement to college
course work on American government,
and in conjunction with radio broadcasts.

Included with the seven cassette tapes is
a student manual and special notes for
use by instructors and discussion lead-
ers. It is packaged in a vinyl tape binder.

Sourcebook of
HARRIS NATIONAL SURVEYS

A Sourcebook of Harris National Surveys:
Repeated Questions 1963-1976 has
been published by the Institute for Re-
search in Social Science of The Univer-
sity of North Carolina at Chape! Hill. The
volume, which is edited by Elizabeth Mar-
tin, Diana McDuffee, and Stanley Pres-
ser, is a compilation of all the repeated
questions from 121 national surveys
conducted by Louis Harris and Associ-
ates and archived at the Louis Harris Data
Center at North Carolina. Almost 14,000

questions are arranged by topic and iden-
tified by survey and date. The source-
book also includes an essay by Stanley
Presser which describes Louis Harris sur-
vey procedures and advises the reader on
the appropriate use of Harris data for ana-
lyzing trends. The sourcebook is intended
as a reference tool for researchers who
are interested in obtaining and using Har-
ris data for the analysis of social change.

The publication of the sourcebook is
made possible by a grant from the Na-
tional Science Foundation to Elizabeth
Martin {now of the National Academy of
Sciences) and the late Frank J. Munger of
the Institute for Research in Social Sci-
ence. Funds were provided to design and
implement a computerized question re-
trieval system which permits the user to
search the contents of archived Harris
polls. Although the retrieval system was
designed to compile the listing of trend
questions, it may be used to search for
Harris questions on any topic of interest
to researchers, and should make the Har-
ris archive far more accessible than it has
been in the past.

NSF funds provide for free distribution of
a limited number of copies to libraries and
research institutes. When free copies are
no longer available, the Sourcebook may
be purchased for $18. Orders should be
